Playday Summer Series: 4 fun-filled days of games, speed, and precision events throughout the
summer where kids (and adults too!) can earn points with their horses towards a series of awards at
the end of each day itself and the Series as well. We are proud to offer different awards for each
Playday such as Sportsmanship, Teamwork, Most Improved, Tough Luck, Fast Times and overall Age
Division awards. Our 2024 series blew us away with how many competitors attended.

Horsemanship Challenges: Separate events throughout the spring, summer, and fall where horse and
rider teams take on an obstacle course proving their teamwork and skills to a judge. Teams of horse
and rider go through obstacles known as the Tummy Tickler, Octagon Bridge, Mailbox, Trash Dump,
and our Elevated Bridge just to name a few. This is great for adults, kids, and for horses too!
Competitors can earn awards for their Age Divisions along with special awards as well. This event has
really grown for us over the years becoming more and more popular.

Wish I Had a Horse Camps and My Own Horse Camps: These camps help kids learn about different
topics of horses such as breeds, colors, tack, nutrition, and healthcare! This not only prepares kids
for owning their own horses but lets them learn all the cool things about horses through games and
hands-on learning activities!

Horseshows: We host horseshows throughout the summer where riders can gather to compete in
different classes such as reining, egg & spoon, ranch riding, showmanship, and barrels. Kids and adults
compete for class ribons, medals, and Age Division awards as well.

Adult Workshops: These workshops have really blossomed over 2024 as we have extended our topics
into many different workshops and hosted public speakers. We invite not only horse owners but also
members of the community who are interested in horses to learn about different topics such as
nutrition, bones, tack fitting, colors, and deworming.
