The McHenry County Sheriff’s Office is currently working on adding a K9.  We currently have two K9s with one retiring soon.  

Deputy Shelby Volk will be our new K9 handler.  Deputy Volk is working on funding for the new K9.  Our K9 programs are money raised through donations. Expenses include the K9; training; hotel room (training is for three months in Blaine MN); equipment; continuous training and certifications and smaller items such as leashes; collars; water and food bowls etc. . . . 

The K9 will be dual purpose which means it will be trained for narcotics; tracking and apprehension.  The K9 will be the handler’s backup if there is a situation a person becomes combative and assistance is needed. The handler has a remote on his vest that pops the vehicle door open and the K9 is released and able to assist.
McHenry County K9s assist other law enforcement agencies in the state (agencies of Bottineau County; Rolette County; Ramsey County; Benson County; Ward County; Renville County; and Pierce County).  They also assist surrounding schools in searching lockers; desks and rooms.
